	Requirements of R.E. at Key Stage 1


	Pupils should be taught what people believe about God, humanity and the natural world. They should develop an understanding of and know the importance of sacred stories. To develop an awareness of how and why celebrations are important in religion, also why symbols express religious meaning. They should consider figures that have an influence on others locally, nationally and globally in religion.  They will become aware of where and how people belong and why belonging is important, also who they are and their uniqueness as a person in a family and community.

	Pupils should be taught to:
· Use religious words and phrases to identify some features of religion and its importance for some people.  
· Begin to show awareness of similarities in religions. 
· To retell religious stories and suggest meanings for religious actions and symbols.  
· To be able to identify how religion is expressed in different ways. 
· Pupils should ask, and respond sensitively to, questions about their own and others' experiences and feelings. 
· To recognise that some questions cause people to wonder and are difficult to answer. 
· In relation to matters of right and wrong, they recognise their own values and those of others.
