	Requirements of R.E. at Key Stage 2


	Pupils should be taught how people’s beliefs about God, the world and others impact on their lives and why some occasions are sacred to believers. To learn about how religious families and communities practise their faith, and the contributions this makes to local life and how religions / beliefs respond to global issues of human rights, fairness, social justice and the importance of the environment.
To know where, how and why people worship, including at particular sites, to know what sacred texts and other sources say about God, the world and human life. To consider figures from whom believers find inspiration how religious and spiritual ideas are expressed.


	Pupils should be taught to:
· To use a developing religious vocabulary to describe and show understanding of sources, practices, beliefs, ideas, feelings and experiences.  
· To make links between them, and describe some similarities and differences both within and between religions.     
· To describe the impact of religion on people's lives.     
· To suggest meanings for a range of forms of religious expression.  
· To raise, and suggest answers to, questions of identity, belonging, meaning, purpose, truth, values and commitments.       
· To apply their ideas to their own and other people's lives. They describe what inspires and influences themselves and others
