     correctly spells an increasing number of words with
contracted forms (can’t, didn’t, hasn’t, couldn’t, it’s, I’ll)
     adds suffixes to spell longer words, e.g. –ment, –ness, –
ful, –less, –ly
     uses new ways of spelling phonemes for which one or more spellings are already known, and correctly spells some words with each spelling, including a few common homophones

	     writes capital letters and digits of the correct size,
orientation and relationship to one another and to lower case letters

	     plans by writing down ideas and/or key words, including new vocabulary
     evaluates their own writing with the teacher and other pupils
     re-reads to check that their writing makes sense and that verbs to indicate time are used correctly and consistently, including verbs in the continuous form

	     uses both familiar and new punctuation correctly (see English Appendix 2), including full stops, capital letters, exclamation marks, question marks, commas for lists and apostrophes for contracted forms and the possessive singular
