Maths
Today we are going to look at making equivalent (equal) fractions. In class we have learnt that ½ is equal to 2/4. For example:
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Do:

. I can investigate equivalent fractions in context.

Equivalent means equal or the same.

12 2/4 4/8

If you look at the picture to the right, 1 piece out of 2 pieces is the same (or equal) to 2 pieces
out of 4 and 4 pieces out of 8. S0 1/2 = 2/4 = 4/8.

The only difference is that when you split the pieces. cach individual piece hecomes smaller, but
the overall size of the pizza DOESN'T CHANGE.
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 Looking at this image it can also be equal to 4/8.
So what is an equivalent fraction?

If two fractions are equivalent, it means that they are equal, or represent the same value.

How do I find an equivalent fraction?

A good way to learn equivalent fractions is by looking at fraction strips.
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If two fractions are equivalent, it means that they are equal.

Use the fraction wall to answer the questions below.

1) How many quarters make a half?
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Today’s activity is to use the fraction wall and work out different equal fractions. (see the attached sheet –equlivent fraction wall and complete in you maths home learning book).
Challenge – why don’t you draw these fractions out using pizza slices to check that both fractions are equal to one another?
